Subsection 2.1
Scores 

In this section we present a series of six proformas (profiles A to F) for compiling an overall Pupil Assessment Profile. Remember that the method recommended for deciding which names should be entered on the AGT Register involves the profiling for accurate assessment of all pupils under consideration. Each of the component profiles contains a number of key assessment statements regarding the child in question, for which scores should be recorded as follows, in relation to his or her year-group peers within the school: 

4 – performing (or capable of performing) exceptionally well;

3 – clearly well advanced (or has the potential to be so);

2 – displaying (or capable of displaying) above-average performance; 

1 – performing in line with the year-group average.

It will be important when evaluating these scores not to attempt mathematical calculations, such as ‘21 out of a possible 40’, but simply to concentrate on the frequency of scores above 1.
